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HOUSE RULES TO BE FOLLOWED DURING THE PRODUCTION:

1. 
Follow the instructions of all Troma EMPLOYEES. If you do not know something, just ask! There is no such thing as a silly question.

2. 
Remember Troma's first two rules of production! Please correct or report unsafe conditions and report all injuries immediately to the production manager, no matter how minor. Get first aid treatment, if necessary. 

3. 
Please do not smoke indoors and be sure to discard of all cigarette butts into the designated bins outside.

4. 
ABSOLUTELY NO DRINKING, NO DRUGS! Anyone caught partaking in such will be asked to leave immediately.

5. 
No fighting, no derogatory, sexist, or hateful language (unless it's in the script). This is also grounds for immediate dismissal (Make art, not war). 

6. 
If you have a medical condition which we need to be aware of, please inform the PM.

7. 
Please do not bring any weapons, fireworks, or other illegal substances.

8. 
Please inform the PM if any persons unaffiliated with the production are visiting the office. If you see anyone who you do not think is supposed to be here, please inform the PM immediately. 

9. 
Everyone is required to wear closed toe shoes with a rubber sole at all times.

11. 
Lodging will be provided, but it is recommended that cast and crew bring their own sleeping bags, airbeds, pillows/sheets, etc to ensure the least amount of discomfort.

12. 
Troma is not responsible for any lost or damaged items, so please do not bring valuables such as laptops, electronics, jewelery, etc., and only bring what is absolutely necessary as there is not much room for storage. 

13. 
This is a communal living space and an office.  Please conduct yourself accordingly and treat the production office like you would treat your own home (And if you treat your home own terribly, treat it better than your own home).

14. 
While this is a co-ed building, the sleeping quarters are not. Please stick to your gender's designated sleeping area and bathroom (unless said bathroom is specified from as unisex).

15. 
No sex or sexual conduct – at all (It might seem like a good idea at the time, but could possibly lead to an awkward situation later).

16. 
Please do not go out alone after dark. Always let the production staff know your whereabouts and have your cell phone with you at all times.

17. 
Safety and respect to any animals which may be on the premises.

18. 
Please ask before you remove anything from the supply closet or from a department's designated storage area. Also, If you are asked to remove something  which will be reused, please be sure to return it promptly. 

20. 
While it will be full of cool, interesting, and fun things, the F/X workshop is for the F/X team and their appointed interns. Please refrain from hanging out in the F/X workshop or touching any F/X supplies/equipment unless instructed to do so by a member of the F/X team. 

21. 
The office opens at 8am every morning. Since this is a film production, the hour that it closes will be irregular, if it closes all. However, to ensure the safety of all involved, the doors will be locked and the alarm will be set every night at midnight unless otherwise specified. 

22. 
As an intern you may be asked to perform chores which may not directly correlate with your job on the film, i.e. clean the bathrooms, scrub the floors, sweep, vacuum, etc. We know these activities might not exactly be what you had in mind, but trust us, you're well on your way to becoming a film director!

23. 
Lloyd Kaufman welcomes your creativity. So don't hesitate to give Lloyd suggestions, especially regarding humor and unusual special effects. We do call ourselves the TROMA TEAM, after all. He is, however, a cranky old guy who might scold you at some point. If this is a problem, run away now!

24. 
As stated above, we are a TEAM, and we would be sad to have to ask anyone to leave, so please follow all of these rules.

Last, and most important, we are doing something we believe in and that will be a life experience for all of us...
